Uniforms A quick update on uniform rules: while Middle School
students (Grade 7+) will be required to purchase and wear
uniforms, it will be optional for Grade 6 students. Also, girls
have the option of wearing either the skirt or trousers.

Lunch Middle school students will be asked to bring their own
lunches to school. We see this as an opportunity for students to
develop independence, practice time management skills, and
get a first-hand understanding of nutritional balance.
